2. January 8 minutes:
On a motion by Chris, seconded by Mike, the minutes for the January 8 meeting were approved. 
3. Parks Report:

a. Jim Klein provided an update on maintenance and improvements of the Hollin Hills parks (attached).  

b. The survey for Sutton Potter Park has been completed, and Jim suggested the Board consider giving the appendages (with restrictions) to Mt. Vernon Square.  No action taken. 

c. On a motion by Robert, seconded by Dick, the Board agreed to provide $1900 from the general fund of the $3800 cost of trimming the Bradford Pear trees on Davenport.  The balance will be paid from the Parks budget.
4. Treasurer’s Report:  

a. Gus provided an update on the amount of cash-on-hand in the general fund and also allocated funds and will have a proposed budget for the March board meeting.

b. Quick Books on-line is fully set up, and we now have on-line access to the banking accounts at Burke and Herbert Bank.

c. Gus is implementing two changes for the 2008 dues process.  Residents will receive a separate dues invoice.  Members who are delinquent in paying dues will not be immediately dropped from the Bulletin mailing list.

d. Gus will look into the cost of providing credit card payment service for dues and possibly other activities such as the home tour and 60th anniversary celebration.

e. Hollin Hills clubs were discussed with the suggestion that a write-up of each club’s purpose be created and that a web form also be created for sign-up.  Dick will ask club chairs to provide a description of purpose and activities.
5. DRC Guidelines Committees:
Board members discussed the proposed composition of the two committees and agreed that current DRC members will not be voting members, as the committees will present their recommended guideline/process changes to the DRC for approval.  It was also agreed that the Architectural committee should include two voting architects.  The committees will be encouraged to set a goal of completing their work within one year.  Final approval will be by vote of a majority of community members at a special meeting called for that purpose.
On a motion by Robert, seconded by Diana, the attached “Guideline Review Committee Mandates” were adopted and will be posted on the Hollin Hills website.
